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SECTION I 

PREFACE 

1. General 

a. This manual is a list of items which 

are required to be stocked by organizational 

maintenance units as their prescribed load. 

Also listed are additional repair parts which 

may be required for performing organiza- 

tional maintenance but are to be requisi- 

tioned, as required, for immediate use only. 

b. For prices of items listed herein, see 

the appropriate supply manuals of the SM 

9-2 series. 
c. Additional application of items in this 

manual are listed in the supply manuals of 

the SM 9-3 series. 

2. Requisition Notes 

a. When requisitioning an item, the req- 
uisitioning agency will order the listed item. 
However, the commodity command will take 
necessary action to issue the exhaust stock 
item until stock is exhausted, whether it be 
an individual item, kit, set, or assembly. 

b. Requisitions for replacement of items 
that are the responsibility of commodity 
commands will be submitted to the com- 
modity commands, identified by their ma- 

teriel code number, indicated in column la. 
c. If the exact item requisitioned is not 

furnished or if other action is necessary, 

the exact nature of the action taken by the 
supplying agency will be indicated by stand- 
ard symbols on prescribed forms. 

d. Items listed and indicated by an as- 
terisk may be requisitioned as required. 

3. Explanation of Columns 

a. Source, Maintenance, and Recover- 
ability Code (Col. 1). 

(1) Materiel numerical code (col. 1a). 
This column indicates the materiel 
numerical code, other than Ordnance 
materiel, assigned supply responsi- 
bility for the listeditem. Commodity 
commands responsible for supply 
of items in this list are:

3 Chemical Materiel 
5 Engineer Materiel 

10 Quartermaster Materiel 

(2) Source (co]. 1b). This column indi- 
cates the selection status and source 
for the listed item. Source codes 
used in this list are: 

Code Explanation 

P Applies to high mortality parts. 

Pl Applies to low mortality parts. 

(3) Maintenance level (col. Ic). This 
column indicates the lowest mainte- 
nance level authorized to install the 
listed item. Maintenance level code 
used in this list is: 

Code Explanation 

i) Organizational maintenance 

(Operator and Organizational) 

(4) Recoverability (col. 1d). This col- 
umn indicates whether unservice- 
able items should be returned for 
recovery or salvage. When no code 
is indicated, the item is expendable 
and not recoverable. Recoverability 
code used in this list is: 

Code Explanation 

R Items which are economically 
repairable at direct and gen- 
eral support activities and-are 
normally furnished by supply 
on an exchange basis. 

b. Federal Stock Number (Col. 2). This 
column indicates the Federal stock number 
which has been assigned by the Cataloging 
Division, Defense Logistics Services 

Center. 

c. Description (Co]. 3).This column in- 
dicates the Federal item name (shown in 
capital letters) and any additional descrip- 
tion required for supply operations, The 
abbreviation "w/e" (with equipment), when 
used as a portion of the nomenclature, 
indicates that the end item (major item) 

includes all repair parts and equipment 
issued with the item. The commodity com- 
mand or manufacturer's part number is 
also included for reference. 

d. Unit of Issue (Co]. 4). This columnin- 
dicates the quantity to be requisitioned. 

e. Quantity Incorporated in Unit (Col. 5). 
This column indicates the total number of 
times the listed item is used in the end 
item (major item). 

f#. 15-Day Maintenance Allowance Per 
Equipment Density Spread (Col. 6). 

(1) These columns list allowances which 
are based on the latest mortality 
data and are the estimated average 
quantity required for organizational 
maintenance to provide maintenance 
and supply support for selected 
equipment density spreads for a 
15-day period under combat condi- 
tions. 
Example: If the number of equip- 

ments supported is 5, 
the quantitative allow- 
ance shouldbe selected 
from column 6 (a) (1-6 
equipments). 

(2) The quantitative allowance deter- 
mined by (1) above constitutes one 
prescribed load for a 15-day period. 
This quantity must be on hand or on 
order at all times. 

(3) Units and organizations authorized 
additional prescribed loads will 
multiply the number of equipments 
supported by the number of pre- 
scribed loads and then use the ap- 
propriate equipment allowance col- 
umn. An exception is made for those 
units and organizations required to 
have on hand, boxed or packaged, 
prescrived load(s) pursuant to a 
special mission assignment. Such 
prescribed load(s) will be computed 
or selected separately from quan- 
tities authorized for stockage at 
permanent station. 

Example: If the number ofequip- 
ments supported is 5 
and the number ofpre- 
scribed loads is 2, the 
computation would be 
5 x2=10. The quanti- 

tative allowance would 
be selected from col- 
umn 6 (b) (7-20 equip- 
ments). 

(4) When an allowance is inclosed in 
parentheses, the item is designated 
as a "combat essential item of a 
critical nature" and must be stocked 
at all times. 

(5) Subsequent changes to allowances 
will be limited as follows: 

(a) No decrease in the stated quantity 
of Combat Essential Items is au- 
thorized. 

(b) Decreases in the stated quantity, 
other than Combat Essential 
Items, are authorized to a mini- 

mum quantity of one. 
(c) Increases in the stated quantity 

are authorized for all items when 
justified by demand and usage 
experience. 

(d) Detailed procedures for perform- 
ing these adjustments are pre- 
scribed in AR 735-35. 

(e) No change in the range (list of 
items contained herein) is author- 
ized, If additional items are con- 
sidered necessary, a recommen- 

dation should be forwarded to the 
preparing agency for exceptions or 
revision to the allowance list. 

§. Iitustration (Co]. 7). This column in- 
dicates the figure number of the illustration 
that depicts the listed item. When more than 
one item appears on an illustration, the 
item number is also indicated.
